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Fr. Jim’s Sabbatical

A: The word is derived from the Hebrew, ‘Sabat’, from which we get 

“sabbath”.Sabbath means “rest from work”.Just as we all need a rest from 

work every 6th or 7th day, so The Law ordained longer periods of rest every 

few years for people, animals, communities and even the land itself.

Q: Do clergy have to take sabbaticals?

A: No one is required to, but dioceses, bishops and health professionals 

strongly recommend it. Our diocese requires parishes to offer sabbatical 

time to clergy.

The residents 

are in a tailspin, dreading the arrival of the man they remember as a 

frightening delinquent. The anxiety only grows when Stew Pot announces 

that he experienced a religious awakening in prison. Most folks are 

skeptical, with one notable exception: Mrs. Motley, a widowed retired 

librarian and the Reeves’ next-door neighbor, who loans Stew Pot a Bible, 

which is seen by him and many in the community as a friendly gesture. 

With uncompromising fervor (and with a new pit bull named John the 

Baptist), Stew Pot soon appoints himself the moral judge of Parkland -

and starts wreaking havoc on people’s lives. Before long, tension and 

suspicion reign, and this close-knit community must reckon with 

questions of faith, fear, and forgiveness... This will be a great opportunity 

for book lovers to unite and get to know some of our fellow Palatine 

neighbors.
